Saint of the month
Jean Baptist Vianny, The Cure d'Ars

Jean was born in France in 1786 and was the son of a
peasant farmer. His studies for the priesthood from 1806 to
1815 took place during the Napoleonic wars, and were inter-
rupted when he had to hide for fear of conscription. But his
progress towards ordination was also slowed because he was
thought by some to be an unpromising candidate.

In 1818 he was sent to be the priest of the lonely and
neglected village of Ars-en-Dombes. He remained there for 40
years.

He was devoted heart and soul to his parishioners, but
his fame spread across France and beyond, on account of his
pastoral skill as a confessioner. As a result of this, tens of thou-
sands made their way to that small village, and it was not unu-
sual for him to hear confessions all day until late at night. And
there are many stories of those he brought back to faith from
the brink of despair.

Sadly some other clergy, jealous of his fame, complained
to the Bishop suggesting that Jean was deranged. The Bishop
replied, saying that he wished all his clergy had a touch of that
same madness.

While Jean did indeed gain such recognition, in his own
heart he felt desperately unworthy. This, added to the weight of
dealing with so many pilgrims, along with the burdens of office
and the austerity of his way of life, wore him down.

At least three times he left his village, to hide in a mon-
astery, but each time he was encouraged to return. And so, he
died in office in 1859. In 1929 Pope Pius XI named St. Jean
Baptist Vianny as the patron saint of parish clergy.

While I was at Theological College, he was pointed out
as an encouragement to any of us who had had doubts
e xpressed against our suitability for ordination.
